16. HCC have determined that a pothole near St Barthlomew’s School currently does not meet the repair criteria. Ref No: 401004326954.
17. A DBC Tree Surveyor has conducted an inspection of the trees in Common Field threatening overhead telephone cables (Photo 4). As a result, contractors will be removing a silver birch in decline, an overhanging silver maple canopy and tackling regrowth from a goat willow. It is said these measures should mitigate any potential future damage.
18. Overrun vegetation is narrowing the road width In Wigginton Bottom (near the Thames Water site). This concern has been reported to HCC. Ref No: 401004347162.
